PREFACE

The Summa Musica was compiled in the hope that the beauty of sacred
music might once again become an ordinary part of Catholic prayer. The
tradition of chant and hymnody has always belonged to the whole
Church: to priests and people, to monasteries and parishes, to choirs and
to those who pray alone. In gathering these melodies together, this
hymnal secks to place in the hands of today’s faithful what the centuries
have handed down—music that both glorifies God, and sanctifies His

people.

The contents draw chiefly from the Liber Usualis (1961), the Graduale
Romanum (1962), and the Nova Organi Harmonia, with occasional
restorations and simplified notations from other freely available sources.
Orthography eneraﬁy follows the Solesmes editions; rhythmic markings
are retained where helpful for modern singers. Texts and melodies remain
faithful to their original forms, with only minor editorial normalization
for Clarity and uniformity of 1ay0ut.

This hymnal is meant to serve both the liturgy and personal devotion.
Choirs may use it as a reference for the Ordinary and Propers of the Mass;
individuals may use it for prayer, study, or quiet meditation. The order of
material—Ordinary chants, Votive and Seasonal settings, hymns of the
Blessed Virgin, and Benediction—reflects the rthythm of the Church’s year
and her daily prayer.

The work of compiling and engraving this collection has been guided by
the conviction that the way of beauty — via pulchritudinis — leads the
heart towards God. Readers and singers are warmly invited to share in
this mission by supporting future editions, recordings, and educational
efforts at cathaholicmusic.org. May every voice that rises from these pages
become a small act of praise to Him who is the source of all harmony.
